maintenance, bell ringer, and grave digger.

At 9:15 a.m. the Mission staff and fourth grade Mission Parish
School Class stood at the corner of Camino Capistrano and Ortega Highway, chanted Rafael’'s name as he crossed
the street and returned to the Mission, and then walked him back into the Mission to celebrate with cake.
